General Requirements
Center ISD requires:

- A completed Request for Private Duty Nursing Authorization
- A completed District -Private Duty Nurse Agreement
- A completed District-Parent Private Duty Nurse Agreement

*Parents/Guardians and private duty nurses must sign new
agreements each school year.

*Any nurse who will be providing care for a student on
campus must complete the Center ISD fingerprinting process
prior to serving students on campus

Duty Nursing Authorization form
